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The 2019 novel coronavirus disease (COVID-19) is a communicable respiratory 

disease caused by a new strain of coronavirus that causes illness in humans. 

There are now more than over 10,700 confirmed cases of coronavirus across the continent, 

with a number of African countries imposing a range of prevention and containment 

measures against the spread of the pandemic. 

According to the latest data by the John Hopkins University and Africa Center for Disease 

Control on COVID-19 in Africa, the breakdown remains fluid as countries confirm cases as 

and when. The whole of Africa has rising cases with only two countries holding out as of 

April 7. 

Ghana declared its first 2 cases of COVID-19 on 12 March 2020 and the figures are 

steadily increasing. 

In response to the outbreak, the Government of Ghana  has issued a number 

of directives and other control measures to prevent further importation of cases and 

local transmission.  These directives include: A travel advisory ï Any traveler (with the 

exception of Ghanaians and those with resident permits) who, within the last 14 days, 

has been to countries that have recorded at least 200 cases of persons infected of 

COVID-19, would not be permitted into the country; mandatory 14-day self-quarantine 

for persons who arrive in country from affected countries. 

 A 4-weeks ban on mass gatherings including funerals, church services and schools, 

effective 16 March 2020. Certain activities/events have been suspended while others 

are advised to open/operate only under enhanced hygiene 

On 30
th

 March, 2020, a two-week partial lockdown was imposed in Ghana under the 

Imposition of Restrictions Act, 2020 (Act 1012) to combat the Coronavirus pandemic 

nationwide. In a televised broadcast on Friday night, President Nana Addo Dankwa Akufo-

Addo said that he was imposing restriction on movement of persons in the Greater Accra 

Metropolitan Area (GAMA, which include Awutu Senya East which is a municipality in the 

Central Region, Kumasi Metropolitan Area and contiguous districts, for a period of two (2) 

weeks or 14 days subject to review. 

This means that everyone residing in these areas must stay at home for the next two weeks or 

14 days with the exception of the media, members of parliament, electricity companies, 

among other key stakeholders.

been recorded. The regional distribution of the cases are as follows: Greater Accra Region 

has most cases (274) followed by the Ashanti Region (25), Northern Region (10), Upper 

West Region (1), Eastern Region (1), Upper East Region (1) and Central Region (1) 

https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/2020_coronavirus_pandemic_in_Ghana 

Restrictions on movement and the imposition of the lockdown affected the prices of food 

and essential items on the Ghanaian market, even more where the vulnerable and incapable 

of working across epicentres of the pandemic.

In response to ensuring  food and basic essentials are available for vulnerable without 

purchasing power, Food for All Africa, operators of West Africaôs first community food 

bank in Ghana since 2015,together with  Ghana Food Movement and Food and Beverage 

Association of Ghana launched the  Food for All Ghana COVID-19 Community Emergency 

Intervention program on 22
nd

 March,2020. 

The program is aimed at ensuring continuous food mobilization and support to vulnerable 

beneficiaries who are adversely affected by the COVID-19 pandemic across Ghana and is 

running till 15
th
 June, 2020.

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The initiative in its first month is been carried out in Greater Accra, Central, Eastern and 

Volta region of Ghana and is been implemented in two parts. 

  

100 FOOD BOX DISTRIBUTIONS  WEEKLY  

Food for All Africa together with volunteers and partners would sort recovered food 

products and package in food boxes which would be distributed once a week to vulnerable 

beneficiaries within Greater Accra, Central, Eastern and Volta regions. The food boxes 

would contain rice, oil, gari, beans, pasta, canned products, smoked fish, sweets and Boss 

Baker products. 

100 Food Boxes enough to feed families made up of 2-5 members for two weeks to a month 

would be distributed on Saturdays. 

 

KITCHEN  FOR THE NEEDY 

Food for All Africa with support from GFN and Chefs with Purpose is setting up an 

innovative cost effective community kitchen where twice a week usually Wednesdays and 

Sundays, hot meals would be prepared, packed and distributed to 200 vulnerable 

beneficiaries living on the streets of Accra, Ghanaôs capital and with the most reported 

COVID-19 cases. 

 Volunteers and Staff who would be on the Kitchen for the Needy program would be 

provided with PPEs and hygienic products to protect them. The hot meals would be served 

with a bottle of water, fruits and personal essentials. 
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As at 8
th
 April , 2020, Food for All Africa has been able to mobilize the following food and 

resources to impact 2,300+ beneficiaries across epicentres of the pandemic. 

 

TARGETS SET FOR PROJECT 

Our target milestone for the Food4All COVID-19 Community Emergency Intervention 

program is as follows: 

1. Mobilize and distribute GH¢ 500,000 worth of food products and essentials to 

5,000+ beneficiaries within the next three months. Each beneficiary receiving 

over GH¢ 100 worth of food box containing rice, beans, oil, pasta, smoked fish 

and tin tomatoes. 

2. Recruiting 60 volunteers to work both remotely and at the community level to 

augment our operations within this period. 

3. Setup one community emergency food kitchen to provide daily cooked hot meal 

to about 100 vulnerable people in Accra daily.

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FOOD DISTRIBUTED  as at 08/04/2020 

 

We kicked off our first food box distribution on Saturday, 28th March, 2020 from Teshie 

township and the Kitchen for the needy hot meals daily on 1
st
 April,2020 from  Accra 

Central Business District. Each food box contains rice 3kg,1ltr whole milk, canned sardine 2 

pieces,2 pieces Obaa Spaghetti,2 canned fruits,2 sachets tomato paste,1 can tuna fish,2kg 

sugar,3 bossbaker cakes,etc. The hot meals include 1-2 portions packed Jollof/plain/fried 

rice/spaghetti with chicken/vegetable stew/tuna, vitamin C, yoghurt, canned fruits, water and 

bottled drink. 

 In total as at 8
th
 April,2020 we have  distributed 192 food boxes and 2,400 hot meals. We 

have also distributed 2,400 pieces yoghurt and 6,200 strips of vitamins C.

VOLUNTEERS 

 

We do see a 45% increase in people wanting to volunteer on the program. This is mainly as a 

result of people feeling idle at home due to the lockdown. In order to protect our staff, 

volunteers and beneficiaries, we are working with community groups and organizations to 

sign on their members as volunteers implying we are hardly signing up individual volunteers 

at this time. All group or organizational volunteers are provided with head cap, nose mask, 

gloves and hand sanitizers. We also provide volunteers who share food on the streets with 

PPEs including coats. 

In all we have had 48 volunteers so far with 25 volunteering in warehouse to bag food boxes 

and prep.The remaining volunteers have assisted on distribution days in batches of not more 

than 8 people per batch. 

Some of the Community organizations we have partnered so far with include: 
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OTHER FOOD AND SOCIAL INTERVENTION PROGRAMS ONGOING  

 

In order to meet the shortfall of need for food and nutrition for vulnerable people within 

lockdown communities, there have been pockets of initiatives been undertaken by 

individuals, groups and organizations across Ghana. Most corporate businesses are more 

encouraged to donate huge amount of food products and cash donations to Ghana 

government through the Ministry of Gender, Children, Social protection, Ministry of Health, 

Ghana Police Service, Ghana Army, Affected hospitals and two major testing centres in 

Accra and Kumasi. Motivation for donation to government is mostly due to helping foster 

better relationship with government and tax incentive on donations. 

Some community interventions which is currently underway however from speaking with 

initiators do face challenges of food and resource mobilization include: 

¶ Makers House Chapel Emergency Food Delivery van for its members and deprived 

communities 

¶ ICGC branches food support to members 

¶ Free Lunch Ghana food bag donations   

¶ Chefs Association of Ghana Cooking to Save Lives hot meal for Frontline workers 

¶ Zero Hunger  Ghana sensitization and water delivery to  some communities  
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GOVERNMENT OF GHANA FOOD INTERVENTON PROGRAM  

 

On Sunday, 5th April , 2020 during a update address to the nation, President Nana Akufo 

Addo announced government through the COVID-19 fund and Ministry of Gender would be 

providing food boxes and hot meals for affected communities from Monday 6
th
 April,2020. 

This announcement have made individuals and corporate organizations initially donating 

cash and food products to small community based organizations feeding people to lower 

because government says he would do the feeding. It has affected small donations we were 

initially receiving from donors. 

However, two days after implementing the program, Minister of Gender and Social 

Protection sent a press release indicating government would rather be using community food 

vendors to distribute free food to people within affected communities.

¶ Recruit remote volunteers to do call-center fundraising. 

¶ Do more radio and TV interviews to solicit for donations. 

¶ Send daily updates and newsletters to over 1,000 daily.
